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Russian spy allegations —work of manic depressives

ANDREI PIONTKOVSKY, Director of the Center for Strategic Research in

Moscow, speaking at the launch of a pamphlet (East or West? Russia's Identity Crisis in
Foreign Policy) published today (24 January) by the Foreign Policy Centre said, in
response to the allegations of Britain funding NGOs to spy on the Russian state:

“Never before has a diagnosis of collective manic depression in the Russian political class
been so methodically demonstrated.”

HUGH BARNES, Director of the Foreign Policy Centre’s Future of Russia Programme
said:

“The fall of the Soviet Union sparked an identity crisis in Russia and its effects continue to
influence foreign policy under President Vladimir Putin. Over the past decade and a half,
Russia may have ceased to be an active enemy of the West. But it has not become part of
the West, and this spying allegation clearly shows that the tensions instilled during the
Cold War have not been abated.”

ANDREI PIONTKOVSKY said:

“Putin is currently performing a U-turn in his foreign policy that perfectly suits China, whose
historical program of swallowing Russia will be greatly facilitated by Russia’s petty and
counterproductive geopolitical confrontation with the West.

“The Holy Alliance of Emperors Pu and Hu is a union of a rabbit and a boa constrictor. It
will inevitably and very quickly lead to a complete Hu-ization of our little Pu. While
desperately trying to pick up the piece of its ‘near abroad,” Russia will soon find itself
turned into China’s ‘near abroad.”
